Cordless ScanToConnect – Installation Instructions


Product Description

The Cordless ScanToConnect app enables a Bluetooth scanner to pair directly to a PC/tablet by scanning an on-screen barcode, replacing the need for a paper pairing label. This paperless pairing solution wirelessly connects the scanner directly to the host, without the need of a cradle. 
Once a scanner and host are paired, no repairing (rescanning of the ScanToConnect pairing bar code) is required, even upon device wake up, assuming auto-reconnect has been enabled.
If using ScanToConnect to pair your scanner to a PC/tablet, the scanner must first be configured to communication properly with the host. This will include but may not be limited to scanning the communication protocol parameter barcode. Use 123Scan to generate the 2D parameter barcode that will setup communication between the scanner and the host.

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How it Works

The Cordless ScanToConnect app automatically determines the PC/tablet’s Bluetooth address and imbeds it into a pairing bar code. Scanning this pairing bar code establishes a connection between your cordless scanner and PC/phone/tablet. The wireless connection is made seamlessly using the computer’s pre-existing Bluetooth driver.

Setup Procedure
1. User 123Scan to configure cordless scanner. Generate a single 2D programming bar code using 123Scan that programs the scanner with the desired communication mode, symbologies, beeper volume, etc. The following communication protocols are supported.
a. Cradle Host
b. HID Master
c. HID BT Classic
d. SSI BT Classic (Non-Discoverable) 
e. SPP BT Classic (Non-Discoverable)
f. Serial Profile Master
2. Setup host PC/tablet/phone to accept cordless scanner Bluetooth connection. This activity includes making sure the host is connectable (i.e. the host is set up to accept communication from a Bluetooth scanner).
3. Load the Cordless ScanToConnect to your Host PC/tablet/phone – 
a. Windows  - Download from Support Central and load to PC.
4. Launch Cordless ScanToConnect– Launch Cordless ScanToConnect then either scan the bar code from the screen or print the pairing bar code and scan. Scanning the pairing barcode will establish the connection between the cordless scanner and the host PC/phone/tablet. 
Specifications

1. Supported Scanners: All Symbol cordless scanners except the CS3070 and RFD8500
2. Supported Operating Systems: 
a. Windows 7, 8, 8.1, 
3. Driver Compatible – Cordless ScanToConnect is compatible with the native Bluetooth driver on your PC/tablet.

Trouble Shooting

1. How do I launch the Cordless ScanToConnect
a. Download the Cordless ScanToConnect to your PC/tablet, see setup procedure for details.
b. Click the Cordless ScanToConnect icon to launch the application.
2. Error beep occurs after scanning ScanToConnect pairing bar code
a. Confirm your scanner is properly configured to communicate with the host. The following communication protocols are supported.
i. Cradle Host
ii. HID Master
iii. HID BT Classic
iv. SSI BT Classic (Non-Discoverable) 

v. SPP BT Classic (Non-Discoverable)
vi. Serial Profile Master
b. If connecting to a Windows OS and transmitting data in one of the following communication protocols:

i. Cradle Host
ii. SSI BT Classic (Non-Discoverable)
iii. SPP BT Classic (Non-Discoverable)
iv. Serial Profile Master.

First, confirm your PC has an incoming com port available.

Second, launch your desired application such as HyperTerminal, which opens the incoming (available) com port.
Third, scan the ScanToConnect pairing bar code.
3. If data does not appear in my application
a. Confirm your scanner is properly configured to communicate with the host. The following communication protocols are supported.
i. Cradle Host
ii. HID Master
iii. HID BT Classic
iv. SSI BT Classic (Non-Discoverable) 

v. SPP BT Classic (Non-Discoverable)
vi. Serial Profile Master

b. If in HID Master or HID BT Classic, confirm your host application is setup correctly. First, open the host application and insure the host application has Windows focus by clicking on the application using the mouse.
Second, start scanning data.
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
